"Volunteers Policing Our Community"

The Fells Prospect Citizen on Patrol
(COP) program has been in effect for over 16
years; over 30 residents participate, and our
network extends across southeast Baltimore.
This program is a very effective Crime
Prevention tool for Fells Prospect and
surrounding communities. In fact, our patrols
have drastically reduced crime in our neigh-
borhood over the years and eliminated
suspicious activity associated with crime,
thereby enhancing the overall quality of life in
the community.  Fells ProspectÕs COP works
closely with the Southeast District police
department and State's AttorneyÕs office. We
provide impact statements and Debbie Ritter,
Fells Prospect COP chairperson, supports the
community by attending court hearings. Her
presence lets the judge know the importance
and the impact of the crime on the community. 

Recently, the Fells Prospect area has
experienced an uptick in crime. As a response,
we have initiated a monthly COP group walk.
Forming a patrol tends to draw community
closer together, open new lines of communi-
cation, and reinforce long-term partnerships
with local police and local officials. Knowing
who belongs in the neighborhood is crucial in
deterring crime. Code enforcement officers
occasionally attend the walks to help deal with
code violations, something which also tends to
lead to crime in an area.

The COP walks will be held on the fourth
Wednesday of each month, meeting on the
corner of South Chester and Pratt Streets a
few minutes before 7:30 PM, with the walks
going from 7:30 PM to 8:30 PM. The next
Fells Prospect COP walk is January 25,
2011 at 7:30pm. We'll meet on the corner of
S. Chester and Pratt Street. The walk is open
to everyone who lives in the Fells Prospect
Community Association and in Fells Point,
Upper Fells Point, and Butchers Hill.
Members of the Police will be walking with
the residents. Feel free to bring your dogs as
we walk to protect our community. Dave
Jones will run the COP walks for Fells
Prospect COP.  

COP patrollers are only observers. We
report criminal and suspicious activity or
needs for emergency assistance to the police.
We are not vigilantes and we do not confront
persons engaged in criminal or suspicious
activity. If you are not able to attend a walk or
meeting and have information about crime or
suspicious activity, you can contact Debbie
Ritter at the COP office, which is located in
the Southeast police substation at Eastern and
Patterson Park Avenues. You may also call in
information to 410-675-0273. Information

will be passed on to the police department.
The success of our new COP walk

depends on YOU.  We invite you to meet
us or to joint the next COP walk, get to
know your neighbors and your local police.
The COP walk is open to everyone in Fell's
Point and West Canton.  Participate in
crime prevention programs with your
police department to create a safer and
more secure community.

RED LINE POST
Thank you to all communities who

hosted a Red Line Information table over the
summer! Almost every weekend, George
Shardlow and Rachel Myrowitz of the
Maryland Transit Administration were at an
event speaking with community members
about your ideas, questions and concerns. In
June, the Red Line received permission from
the Federal Transit Administration to enter
into the Preliminary Engineering phase of
project planning. During this phase, station
area plans - including station area layout,
powering systems, and station access - will be
further refined. In addition to the preliminary
engineering, a financial plan as well as
environmental plans will be developed to
submit with the Final Environmental Impact
Statement, the next step in the federal
approval process. The project team will be
studying how the project affects the surround-
ing environment - people, places and things -
in the upcoming months. In your area, these
studies might include soil borings, noise
measurements, air quality measurements, and
structural inspections.

At this stage of the planning process,
your input is especially important to inform
the project team at every decision making
point. Rachel and George are available to
present information about the project to
community associations, groups of neighbors,
employees and anyone interested in the Red
Line. Your input goes directly to the planning
team and can be incorporated into the devel-
oping plans.

BALTIMORE WATER METERING Ð
THE FUTURE BEGINS NOW

Mayor Stephanie Rawlings-Blake and
Baltimore City Department of Public Works
Director, Alfred H. Foxx, announced today
that initial steps are being taken to update our
water metering and billing system. DPW has
begun replacement of approximately 12,000

Automatic Reading and Billing (ARB) meters
throughout Baltimore City and Baltimore
County. These early-generation remote read
meters were installed in homes as a pilot
program nearly 40 years ago.  They are
outdated and, in some cases, can no longer
provide remote meter reading capabilities.
Outside meter installations is the first step in
bringing consistency to all DPW meters.

DPW is currently developing a request
for proposals for an automated reading and
billing system, which will utilize the outside
meters. The meters will eventually have a
lowÐfrequency radio attachment allowing
them to be read even when covered in ice and
snow. Once this process is complete, the
meters will be easily readable and a new
automated billing system will be linked to
them, resulting in timely, accurate and
customer-friendly bills.

Customers with ARB meters are being
notified of the replacement and can expect to
first see a new meter vault placed in the
sidewalk.  New meters will be placed in those
vaults within the following few weeks.
Homeowners will be notified before the meter
is set as they may experience a very brief (1
hour or less) water outage during installation.
The existing ARB meters inside of homes will
remain in place and will not impact a
customerÕs water service.

CHRISTMAS TREE PICKUP AND
MULCHING

The Department of Public Works will
provide Christmas tree mulching Monday
through Saturday during the entire month of
January 2012. Mulching services will be
offered from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m. at the
Reedbird Avenue Citizen Drop-off Center,
701 Reedbird Avenue.  Residents may bring
their own bags or containers if they wish to
collect mulch for their own use. Community
groups are also encouraged to bring bags or
containers and collect free mulch for neigh-
borhood gardens while supplies last.

For residents who cannot bring their trees
for mulching, the Bureau of Solid Waste will
offer curbside tree collection from Tuesday,
January 3, 2012 through Tuesday, January
31, 2012.  Residents should set out trees on
their regularly scheduled trash collection day
at the same location where their trash is
collected.  All tinsel and ornaments must be
removed from trees before they are set out for
curbside collection or mulching. For addition-
al information, please call 311.
